Ideally, candidates for this position will have 

completed an undergraduate or Master’s degree in Psychology.  Candidates will be assigned to facilitate and 

grade labs for courses in Research Methods (Psyc 291) and Statistics (Psyc 292), and Sensation and Perception 

(Psyc 225 or equivalent). Candidates with evidence of experience or training in these key areas will be 

prioritized.
