The Department of Psychology at St. Francis Xavier University invites applications for one (1) 9-month limited 

term appointment (LTA) to begin August 15, 2024. Ideally, candidates for this position will have (or be nearing 

completion of) a PhD in Cognitive Psychology, though other subdisciplines of Psychology will also be 

considered.  Candidates will be expected to teach a total of 18-credits of courses from some combination of 

the following (determined in consultation with the Department Chair): Introductory Psychology (Psyc 101 

and/or 102); Cognitive Psychology (Psyc 221/222); Research Methods (Psyc 291) and Statistics (Psyc 292); 

History of Psychology (Psyc 301); and/or courses at the 300-level in the candidate’s subdiscipline.  Availability 

to teach courses in-person is preferred.
